
Yes, there’s big news this quarter as 
we start planning our relocation to an 
even bigger facility.  This move is 
long overdue and necessary as we 
realize the tremendous need for our 
services in the NW Phoenix area.    
We have outgrown our available 
space at Faith Bible Church and have 
had to turn away new friends be-
cause of the lack of necessary room 
to provide proper services.   

The new location will be in the 51 
Bells Business Park located at the 
southwest corner of 51st Avenue and 
Bell Road in Glendale.  The site in-
cludes a number of buildings that 
were available, and the DEC Man-
agement selected the building imme-
diately behind the former Charlie’s 
American Grill Restaurant.  The new 
official address will be 16890 N. 53rd 
Avenue.    

Much work still remains to be done to 
the building before it will be ready for 
the DEC program.  This work in-
cludes the building of walls, the con-
struction of a new kitchen, the instal-
lation of carpeting and tile, and the 
necessary upgrades to make every-
thing handicapped  accessible.  All of 

these improvements are possible due 
to the generosity of one very special 
anonymous donor.   

Part of the new features include a 
computer lab, a library/conference 
room, a TV lounge, and a sensory/
therapy room.  The new facility will 
also offer closer access from the 
parking lot to the program area than 
was previously available at Faith 
Bible Church.   

DTA Adult Program 
August at the DTA was a ‘Creative’ 
month. The focal point for most of 
their events and cooking activities 
were with the creative mind at work. 
They made their own ice cream 
sandwiches, constructed a home-
made smores oven and prepared 
smores , created their own waffles, 
fashioned water instruments, and 
produced their own calendars. 
September was ‘Good Neighbor’ 
month, where the focus was to re-
mind everyone to be a good neighbor 
and to be kind. They made no-bake 
cookies and pencil holders and 
passed them out to the church and 
community.
